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Ernst’s birthplace of Brunsen was just 15 miles from Wilhelmina’s birthplace of
Heinade. The villages are in different administrative districts, but both lie within
the state of Lower Saxony. Harburg, where Ernst and Wilhelmina worked and
lived before they immigrated to the United States, is about 150 miles north.
